Public Record is the new internet-based archive of the Ultra-red audio-activist organization.  Established for the distribution of work by Ultra-red members and allies, Public Record serves as an interface between the organization and its publics with free fair-use downloads of exclusive full-length albums, images, texts and video. 

Public Record arrives just as the electronic music milieu struggles for its next breath. Depoliticized nostalgia for the '80s (Dick Cheney and Electroclash appear to remember the same '80s), collapsing markets, homophobic house music, electronic minimalism asphyxiated on its idealist austerity … the conditions are ripe for a radical turn. 

"The unplugging of electronic music presents an occasion for new social arrangements for the production, circulation and audition of electronic music, electro-acoustic practice and sound art" (from Ultra-red, "Articles of Incorporation").

True to its name, Public Record offers all downloads for free and protected under a Creative Commons fair-use agreement. 

Projects available on Public Record expand on the mission statement of the Ultra-red organization: First, to facilitate cooperation between sound artists and social movements; Second, to occupy the borders between art and organizing; and, Third, to radicalize the conventions of electronic music and sound art.
