PUBLIC RECORD RELEASE ULTRA-RED AND ELLIOT PERKINS COLLABORATION
Public Record's landmark "Transistors Series" is back with BLOK70, the much-anticipated collaboration between audio-radicals Ultra-red and Morr Music renegade Elliot Perkins. In the summer of 2004, Ultra-red co-founder Dont Rhine and Perkins were invited to Belgrade, Serbia. Accompanying Ultra-red member Manuela Bojadžijev from Kanak Attak and NextGENDERation researcher Rutvica Andrijašević, Perkins and Rhine conducted a militant sound investigation into movements of migration. 

Interviewing refugees, migrants, state officials, NGOs and police, the four-person Ultra-red team investigated the autonomy of migration crisscrossing the region, undermining official policies -- policies put into flux due to the recent expansion of the EU into Eastern Europe. 

BLOK70 oscillates back and forth between attempts to interview refugees in a United Nations refugee camp and visits to Belgrade's massive discount shopping market in housing block number 70, where hundreds of migrants from China conduct their everyday lives. In the same way that the album moves back and forth across the city of Belgrade, BLOK70 refuses the boundaries of musical genre. Perkins's trademark darknoise dub rubs textures and beats with Ultra-red's minimal techno and granular-soundscapes. Cinematic site-recording compositions from the Blok 70 market frame the album: sounds of a social space unfolding in the morning, the afternoon and coming to rest at day's end, with two Roma women sweeping the floors of the market -- in real time. 

While states, intra-state agents, neo-fascist xenophobes and corporate mafia divide, control and define the fate of Eastern Europe, migrants follow their autonomy leaving the great powers to scramble with their hollow designs in the dust.

In August, Public Record release BLOK70:TRANSLATIONS, featuring remixes of the Blok 70 soundscapes with tracks by Octex (Slovenia), Piece of Shhh (Serbia), Vuneny (Bosnia) and more. 

BLOK70 is a part of TRANSIT MIGRATION. TRANSIT MIGRATION is part of "Projekt Migration", a project initiative of the German Federal Cultural Foundation (Kulturstiftung des Bundes) in cooperation with DOMiT e.V. (Documentation Centre and Museum on Migration from Turkey) and the Kölnischer Kunstverein.
